Emergency Closing Policy

All emergency closings due to inclement weather are for the purpose of
either keeping your children home from dangerous roads, or getting them home
before roads become too dangerous.

When the Roxbury Township Schools announce a delayed opening due
to bad weather, the Center will open at 8:30.

When the Roxbury Township Schools announce a delayed opening,
but then change this to a full closing, the Center will also be closed.

If the Roxbury Township Schools close early after an initial opening at
the regular time, the Center will also close early. The standard early
closing time will be 3:30 pm, but will be adjusted earlier or later as
weather conditions dictate. Mid-day closings will be announced on the
above radio stations, and parents will be called at their emergency
numbers and be requested to pick up their child by the closing time.

It might happen that the Center will need to close early after the public
school’s regular hours. If this should be necessary, parents will again
be called at their emergency numbers, and be requested to pick up their
child as soon as possible.
